Lapis, the Spa
at Fontainebleau,
Miami Beach

There's nothing like a
$1 billion renovation
to shake the old-
fashioned reputa-

tion from a Miami
landmark that’s been
around for more than
50 years. The legend-
ary hotel has been
meticulously restored
to its original splendor,
but it has also added

a 40,000-square-foot
spa called Lapis. A
35-foot-long rain tun-
nel leads to several
immersion pools and
comfy hammam
benches. Signature
treatments include the
Oh So Deep Russian,
an intense massage
that reaches down into
the body’s fascia area
below the muscles, and
the S & M in Miami,
which has nothing to
do with bondage. Two
round crystals—one
warm, named after
the sun (S), and one
cold, representing the
moon (M)—are worked
over the body after a
mineral bath. The spa’s
biggest draw may

be famed New York
facialist Tracie Martyn,
whose two most
popular treatments will
be offered at her first
satellite location.
